Doctoral Portfolio 
  
The purpose of the doctoral portfolio is to document learning and to synthesize and integrate knowledge and skills gained through the DPT curriculum with the graduating student’s career plan. The portfolio provides evidence of the clinical and professional competence of the graduate. 

Required Elements (unless otherwise indicated) 
· Professional Goal Statement 
· Career Plan  
· Self-Assessment (optional) 
· Strengths 
· Areas for Professional Development 
· Objectives 
· Specific Strategies  (optional) 
· An outline of your plans for electives, and the capstone project.  You may decide to have several courses or projects that build upon each other, or you may decide to explore different areas of interest.  If you have ideas about capstone project topic you should include that as well.  Keep in mind you still have time to make these decisions.  Please also look ahead and make sure you have a plan to meet the requirements for the JEDI and IPE activities listed below. 
** Items above should be completed during the second year.  It is intended that this work helps students better prepare for the final phase of the program including selecting topics and projects that help students achieve their personal professional goals.  At the end of the 3rd year of the program students post their completed portfolio including the items above and below.  Submission will be via web platform during the summer of year 3.

· Justice, Equity, Diversity, and Inclusion (JEDI) 
We ask each student to complete at least 3 experiences that increase their personal exposure and awareness about issues of justice, equity, diversity, and inclusion.  A helpful site for resources on this topic is the JEDI Toolkit. Explore this site for a guide to get started, finding resources, materials, and educational sessions. The intent of these experiences is to provide students with opportunities to learn about issues and interact with others to enhance our understanding of our community and the people we serve.  Provide a reflection about how the experiences you completed related to these topics have changed the way you will think and act.  In particular please highlight lessons you will apply in your professional career.   
· Interprofessional Education Activities (IPE) 
We ask each student to complete at least 3 interprofessional experiences during their time in the program.  These experiences may be courses, course activities, seminars, and professional events.  The intent of these experiences is to provide students with opportunities to learn about other health care disciplines, meet and interact with other professionals, and ultimately use the experiences to provide better patient centered care.  A helpful resource for IPE activities is the Office of Interprofessional Education and Practice (IPEP). Provide a reflection about how the experiences you completed have changed the way you will think and act.  In particular please highlight lessons you will apply in your professional career.   
· At least 2 product examples from the program related to the student’s goal and objectives 
These can be papers, projects, or other work that you produced for courses or related projects while enrolled in the program. It is not necessary to post capstone materials on this site, but you may choose to provide a link to the capstone site for individuals to view your project there. 
· Reflective statement and assessment of progress toward goal. 
This is a brief reflective piece about your growth in the program and where you see yourself going professionally over the next several years.  
  
Optional Elements 
· Additional examples of products related to your goals and objectives 
· List and short description of electives, capstone project, and/or extra-curricular experiences 
· Other professional activities 
  
The complete portfolio must be submitted before the end of the final semester of enrollment. 
  
Criteria for grading the portfolio will include:  
· Evidence of adequate depth of learning 
· Evidence of progress toward goal and objectives 
· Inclusion of all required components 
· Overall organization 
· Professionalism 
· Conciseness 
  
Portfolios will be reviewed by faculty. 
Portfolios may also be a good resource to share with prospective employers about your experiences, perspectives, and professional aspirations.  Some students choose to share their portfolio as a link on their resume. 
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
